A. Nobody under the age of 21. Fewer than 5%. Only the RICH


	
	Q. In 1800 was the vote OPEN or CLOSED?

A. Voting was open. People could pay another voter to vote.



	Q. What is Parliament made up of?
A. House of Commons and House of Lords
	
	Q. What does Parliament do?
A. Passes the Laws in the UK

	Q. In 1800 are MP’s paid a salary?
A. In 1800 MP’s were not paid a salary. So only the Rich could afford to be an MP


	
	Q. How many constituencies are there in the UK in 2013?

A. 651 

	Q. How often were elections held in 1800?
A. Once every seven years.
	
	Q. Were women allowed to vote in 1800?
A. NO it took until 1929 for women to get the same rights as men.

	Q. In 1800 who chose the Prime Minister
A. The KING / QUEEN
	
	Q. In 1800, what was a rotten borough?
A. A borough where no one lived but they still voted!

	Q. In 1800 why were people living in new cities angry?
A. Most new cities and towns had no MP to represent them.
	
	Q. What is a vote?
A. A choice between TWO or MORE people in an election.
